Sinai, appealing to the everlasting covenant God had made with 
Abraham, so Jesus Christ pleads your case, and the exhibit A 
for your mediator is his sacrifice on the cross, which is credited 
to you through Baptism.

But with God, one is often not enough. 
 

Baptism would have been enough, but God also gives the 
preached Word (holy Absolution and the Sermon, for example) 
and the Lord's Supper. Any one of these alone brings all the 

gifts of God in Christ: forgiveness, life and salvation. But God 
doesn't give any one of these alone. 
 

So too, having Christ as a mediator would have been enough, 
but God hasn't given Christ only. St. Paul tells us also that "the 
Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do not know what to 
pray for as we ought, but the Spirit himself intercedes  for us 
with groanings too deep for words" (Romans 8:26). 
 

Indeed, if it was comforting to know that Jesus mediates for 
you, and pleads your case with the Father, how much more is it 
to know that God has given another, who intercedes for you, 

and delivers your prayers to the Father. 
 

Faith is always ready to receive whatever God will give. And 
sometimes, God decides that one gift is not enough.

Each health kit should contain:  

*One hand towel, dark color recommended  
*One washcloth, dark color recommended  

*One bath-size bar (4 to 5 oz.) of soap, any brand, in its original 

wrapping  
*One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging  

*One sturdy comb, remove packaging  

*One metal nail file or nail clippers with file attached, remove 
packaging (do not substitute cardboard emery boards for the file) 

*Six Band-Aids® (or similar brand), preferably 1/2" to 3/4"; 

secure together with a rubber band  

NO TOOTHPASTE. 
 

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items 

should be new and in good condition. Wrap smaller items in the 

washcloth; wrap washcloth and remaining items in the towel and tie 

securely with ribbons or yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its 
contents in plastic bags.

LCMS ï World Mission  
Kazakhstan declared independence from the Soviet Union 
(USSR) after the fall of the USSR in 1991. Kazakhstan, the 
second largest in land areas of the 15 former Soviet republics 
with 1,049,000 square miles, has vast oil, coal, mineral and 
agricultural resources, but the people lack the expertise, 
experience and equipment to develop them. As a result, the 
country depends heavily on outside aid. Most Kazakhs are poor, 
with an annual household income of US$1,350. Under present 
government direction, the country is vigorously pursuing 
modernization and a competitive market economy to better its 
standard of living. Moderate policies that aim to increase the 
Kazakh influence throughout all government levels in this multi-
ethnic country are also being pursued.  
 

About 53 percent of the 16.2 million people are ethnic Kazakhs. 
Another 28 percent are Russians. Germans, Uzbeks, Ukrainians 
and other minority groups make up the remaining 19 percent. 
Immigration by Kazakhs back to their homeland and emigration 
of Europeans (who were forcibly resettled in Kazakhstan during 
the Soviet-era) back to Germany, Russia and other eastern-
European countries are expected to continue over the next 
several years. Agriculture accounts for about 26 percent of the 
work force. More than half the population lives in cities. 
 
LCMS World Mission began work in Kazakhstan in 1993. In a 

few short years, the Representative Office of the Religious 
Corporation (RORC), formerly known as the Evangelical 
Lutheran Ministries (ELUMIN) formed a church body called the 
Evangelical Lutheran Center (ELC), which presently has six 
congregations. It operates the People of God Evangelical 

Lutheran Seminary, which seeks to train men for pastoral or 
deaconal ministries. A traveling medical trailer, Prime Kare 
Kazakhstan (PKK), which uses doctors and nurses from 
Kazakhstan as well as those who visit from the United States, 
gives medical and dental care to people in the villages and 
dispenses medicines. A number of expatriate missionaries are 

currently serving the Kazakhstan mission.  
Currently, the Gospel is being taught and preached in four 
languages in Kazakhstan. The goals of the LCMS mission in 
Kazakhstan are church planting and leadership development. 
Luther House is a resource center for the distribution of 

Lutheran materials in English, Russian and Kazakh, and is the 



 

center for translating and printing Russian and Kazakh-
language worship, catechetical and Bible study material. 
English-as-a-Second-Language (ESL) programs are used as 
evangelistic aids and classes are taught by volunteer 
missionaries.   
  
In 2001, work was begun in three Kazakh villages to establish 
small groups that will develop into worshipping communities.  
These groups have grown out of contacts with people in the 
villages through LCMS World Relief projects, including a 
kindergarten program, and horse and dairy farm; the witness of 
a Kazakh convert; and an ESL program.

Jesus on the Mountain Peak 

 
 February is typically a great month for parish musicians.  It 
begins in the season of Epiphany, where we sing and learn about the 

great gift that was given to us at Christmas.  Epiphany concludes with 

Transfiguration Day, where we recall how Christ shone with all the glory 

of heaven in the presence of Moses and Elijah, representing the Law and 
the Prophets who all pointed to him.  And, oh yes, weren’t Peter, James, 

and John there as well?  The church on earth was joined to the church in 

heaven—just as we experience in the Lord’s Supper today! 
 February continues with Ash Wednesday and the season of Lent, 

during which we retrace our Lord’s steps as he turns his face toward 

Jerusalem and the cross awaiting him there.  This journey continues 
through Holy Week and concludes at the empty tomb on Easter Day.   

 Through all of this, the hymns of the church teach, tell, and 

remind us of where we are on every step of this journey from the mount 

of transfiguration to Mt. Calvary.  Next month we will examine a 
selected Lenten hymn.  For this month, I invite you to meditate on the 

following hymn text, which describes the scene of the transfiguration.
